CONDITIONS OF ELIGIBILITY FOR INCENTIVE GRANT FOR 

THE OPENING OF A NEW KINDERGARTEN

A new kindergarten will be eligible for an incentive grant if it meets the following conditions:

1. The application to the Pincus Fund must be received before the opening of the kindergarten.
2. The kindergarten must teach Jewish Tradition, Shabbat and Festivals, and the curriculum must have Jewish-Zionist-Israel content.

3. The kindergarten should aim to impart a Hebrew vocabulary suitable to the age of the children and to the local educational milieu. 
4. The kindergarten should aim to prepare its pupils to continue their education within the framework of a Jewish day school.
5. The kindergarten must operate at least five days per week.
6. The minimum age of the children must be 3 years old.
7. There must be at least 10 children in the kindergarten.
