The application comprises five parts:

A. Particulars of the applicant

B. Particulars of the project extension

C. Summary of the request to the Pincus Fund 

D. Declaration of Intent (to be completed on the attached form)

E. Relevant attachments (see the Checklist on page 6)

The application must be submitted, typewritten, in either Hebrew or English.
NOTE: THE PINCUS FUND WILL NOT PROCESS APPLICATIONS WHICH ARE INCOMPLETE, WHICH ARE NOT SET OUT IN ACCORDANCE WITH THIS APPLICATION FORM, OR WHICH LACK REQUIRED DOCUMENTATION (E.G. LEGAL REGISTRATION, AUDITED BALANCE SHEET, ETC.)
The following deadlines apply to receipt of completed applications:

d) Details of any new and/or innovative features which will now be introduced

8. Name(s) of the person(s) responsible for carrying out the project extension, and how much time this individual will devote to the project. (Indicate if there has been a change in the person(s) responsible since the original project.)  State whether the listed position(s) is a new or existing position, and how many hours the person filling the position will work. If new, provide the job description and a profile of the person you are seeking. If existing, provide the current position and weekly hours of employment, and provide details of the person’s background and qualifications, and experience in the field of the project.

9. A detailed program for an ongoing evaluation of the next stage of the project; and a program for an overall evaluation of the project upon its completion.
